• Provide customer service at the ARTitorium front desk, including processing admissions, 

answering questions, stocking supplies, and maintaining attractions. 
• Assist ARTitorium Lead in implementation of monthly themes, Grab n Go bags, and special 

events. 
• Assist Visual Arts Director and ARTitorium Lead in coordinating Youth Jam projects and 

managing event logistics.
